HEALTH REQUIREMENTS:
1. Two copies of an official interstate health certificate must

accompany each animal from the state of origin, issued
by an accredited veterinarian. Certificate must show
name and address of consignor; consigned to the
Southwest Type Conference, Chickasha, Oklahoma.
Certificate must show the following.

A. All animals must be tested for Pseudorabies (PRV)
and Brucellosis after January 24, 2008, unless they
come from a PRV qualified and Brucellosis validated
herd. Swine tested for PRV and Brucellosis must
show the date blood sample was drawn (month, day
and year). If the herd of origin is PRV qualified and
Brucellosis validated, individual testing of the swine
will not be required. In this case, the PRV qualification
and Brucellosis validation numbers must appear on

the health certificate and complete date (month, day
and year) must be stated on certificate.

B. All animals must be vaccinated for 6-way Lepto
(bratislava included) on or after January 24, 2008,
with vaccination date listed.

C. Permit number. The accredited veterinarian may
obtain permit number by calling the Oklahoma
Department of Agriculture at (405) 522-6141. This is a
24-hour number.

2. All certificates must be issued on or after Jan. 24, 2008.

3. Certificates are not required to be state stamped.

4. In some instances, these rules are in addition to
Oklahoma regulations, but are necessary to sell animals
into some states.
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
